Merit badges serve several purposes.  They motivate boys to earn patches for their Cadet shirts.  Badges also help boys learn about a variety of topics such as Church History, Art, Money Management, Fire Building, and many more.  Many boys discover new interests and hobbies that they wouldn’t have considered before. 

Following is a list of expectations for these badges:
· All requirements for the badge have been completed (interviews, projects, crafts, posters, diagrams) and handed in alongside the badge.
· The title page includes:  the title of the badge, the first and last name of the Cadet, and a coloured illustration.
· The badge is stapled together neatly or submitted in a duotang with the Cadet’s name on it.
· The badge is written out neatly.  Questions may be typed, but answers may not.
· Questions are written out neatly and in full.  The answers are written neatly in complete sentences.
· Spaces have been left for “Passed By” and “Completed On” to be signed by parents and/or the Counselor.
· Each page is numbered and has the initials of the Cadet.
· Make sure you are ready to demonstrate the necessary knowledge to a Counselor.
