The Role and Responsibilities of Cadet Counsellors at IORC

The opportunity to serve as a Cadet Counsellor is a great privilege and responsibility.  However, being a counsellor is more than organizing two hours of activities for a cadre of boys each week.  Having a clear knowledge of the Cadet Counsellor’s role and responsibilities will help you decide whether or not this is your calling, and if it is, this description will help energize you to accomplish this task.  As you contemplate this calling, pray about it, and talk about it with your wife.   If you are convinced that God is calling you to this ministry, and if you have the support of your family, you will be well-prepared to serve.  

Cadetting is a ministry

1. Understand that cadetting is a ministry.  You are working to develop a relationship between a Christian man and boy in order to help that boy grow spiritually in all areas of life: devotional, mental, physical, and social. 

2. Be a committed Christian.  Be a positive Christian model, not a spiritual stumbling block.  Pray for the boys in your group.

3. You are responsible for cadets in your cadre during Cadet events.

4. Plan ahead by spending at least one hour preparing for each meeting, making sure the Bible lessons, projects, and other activities are well planned.

5. Be an enthusiastic and positive addition to the team of counsellors at Immanuel.

6. Attend 26-28 Friday Cadet nights.  

7. Attend the August meeting.  

8. Participate in one or two planning committees to help organize cadet events.
